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DECLARATION OF CORDOBA
OF THE UNESCO CHAIRS AND UNITWIN NETWORKS OF SPAIN
MEETING ON OCTOBER 16-17, 2023
OCTOBER 16 AND 17, 2023
(conclusions document)

The assembled Unesco Chairs declare:

1. in view of the serious crisis situation in which world peace finds itself, their firm
rejection of any violation of international law whatever its motivation, and
expressly declare the need for compliance with all international legal obligations
and norms and the United Nations Resolutions that recognize the territorial
sovereignty of States, respect for all peoples of the earth and the firm defense of
the Human Rights of all persons.

2. its full adherence to the United Nations Resolutions of September 25, 2015 and
July 6, 2017 to "Transform our world: the 2030 agenda for sustainable
development", with the aim of collaborating in the achievement of its 17
Sustainable Development Goals and its 169 targets. This purpose is established
as a priority of its actions.

3. to support, assume and work on the development of the conclusions contained
in the Report of the International Commission on the Futures of Education,
"Reimagining our futures together. A New Social Contract for Education",
published by UNESCO in 2021.

4. the need to hold these Meetings no more frequently than every two years, and
at the invitation of the Spanish National Commission for Cooperation with
UNESCO, and its contribution to the extent of its budgetary resources, in order
to reinforce the institutional character of these Meetings and overcome the
voluntary and non-regular nature with which they have been held.

5. its commitment to strengthen collaboration between Spanish Unesco Chairs in
accordance with their thematic areas of convergence and to develop international
relations with Unesco Chairs in other countries according to their affinities in
terms of content.

6. to request from the Universities in which the Unesco Chairs are linked, greater
support for their work, reinforcing the budgetary agreements and the staffing
necessary to carry out the objectives committed to in the Agreements of creation
and in the successive requests for renewal.

7. in line with the above, to ask the Universities for greater institutional
recognition of the work carried out by the Unesco Chairs as instruments for the
transformation of higher education and their commitment to the society of which



they form a part. Recognize the specificity of the Unesco Chairs and their
differentiation from other similar institutions within the Universities that are
regulated by other regulations, and respond to purposes different from those that
encompass the values represented by UNESCO. To this effect, it is necessary to
bear in mind that the request for the creation of a UNESCO Chair is an absolutely
voluntary decision of the University and that, once its creation has been approved
and the corresponding agreement with UNESCO has been signed, the obligations
subscribed to must be assumed in accordance with the commitment.

8. to ask the CRUE for explicit institutional sponsorship, recognizing the work of
the Chairs and supporting the request to the Government of Spain, through the
corresponding bodies, for the creation of funding programs for the development
of their functions. Likewise, to urge the different territorial groupings of
Universities or the territorially unique Universities to request from their
autonomous governments the commitment of institutional and budgetary
support so that the Unesco Chairs may contribute to the development of Higher
Education in their respective territories, as an element of protection and
dissemination of the values that UNESCO represents.

9. their express commitment to the work of research, dissemination and creation
of knowledge through their competitive participation in research projects in
which it is possible for them to participate, formulating the corresponding
requests for external funding, public or private, to be able to develop more
effectively the programs designed in collaboration with the different bodies of
their respective Universities, regardless of their basic or structural funding.

10. Finally, we ask the Spanish authorities to speed up the ratification of the
Global Agreement for the Recognition of Higher Education Degrees, promoted
by UNESCO, as well as the Regional Agreement for Latin America and the
Caribbean, in view of the special links we maintain with higher education
institutions and other UNESCO Chairs in the region. These Agreements are, from
our perspective, the most important expression of commitment of the country
that hosts the largest number of UNESCO Chairs in the world with a quality
higher education with equity and inclusiveness and that is, at the same time, an
instrument of international cooperation and peace building, today more
necessary than ever.
